As a result, Islam spread out and edpdrduring his lifetime
to the interior places like present Badarpur asdsitrroundings. Hazrat Shah Diyauddin, accordinthéolocal sources,
reached to Bundashil and started religious pregchitis practices of Islam along with other four ganions were
miraculous and spiritual activities greatly atteatthe local people who were inspired and convedrdddlam under their
guidance. The light of Islam thus spread out in thmote region of Bundashil and its nearby areabs&quently, a
Mosque was constructed at Bundashil by Shah Diyiaugdmake room for the religious performance olvlyeconverted

Muslims of this region. So, Bundashil Mosque iséedd to be the first Mosque in Barak Valfey.

Gorekafan Jame Mosjid, located near Bundashil stabéished during the first half of the™dentury A.D. by
Hazrat Shah Sikandar, one of 360 renowned compamibflazrat Shah Jalal. Shah Sikandar was advigdushbspiritual
guide Hazrat Shah Jalal to propagate Islam andradiogdy, he settled in this remote region of thertiKarimganj sub-
division of Sylhet district of Bangladesh. The pasps to launch his mission of Islam Shah Sikandastcucted a Mosque
in Gorekafan village.
