A purposive sample of 44 women who are at risk developing genetic disorders were included in thedys
Data were collected using the following tools: XruStured interviewing knowledge questionnaire 2eatth Beliefs
Assessment Tool. The study revealed that, a hgjatistically significant difference between tdtalbowledge scores and
total health belief scores among women in pre, pastfollow up test. The women'’s total knowledgreswas increased
in post and follows up test compared to pre test\women’s total health belief scores was increametithey had positive
beliefs in post and follows up test compared totpst. The study results concluded that, thereamasnprovement in the
knowledge and health beliefs to prevent genetiordeys among women after program implementatiorcivieimphasized
that educational program have significant positeffect on increasing knowledge and beliefs of woatssut genetic

disorders prevention.
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
