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ABSTRACT

arms and ammunitions during 1797-1798. The real strength of Tipu’s fire-arms was his rockets and missiles, which had 

created a lot of fear psychosis in the enemy’s camp. Tipu had developed modern ship building industry and built a good 

number of ships by using the local resources. Tipu had achieved remarkable progress in building a modern army, 

manufacturing modern weapons and giving economic development priority among other forward-looking measures. Tipu 

was far ahead of other Indian rulers in the development of strong and stable defense system against European colonial 

forces.  
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
